Seasoned to perfection with a 
combination of Greek spices.

JUMBO GYRO  $10.00 
(GYEE-row) – Seasoned meat 
served in pita bread, topped with 
a cucumber-sour cream sauce, 
lettuce, tomatoes and onions.

GYRO BOWL  $13.00 
Seasoned meat served in a bowl 
with cucumber-sour cream sauce, 
lettuce, tomatoes and onions.

SOUVLAKI  $8.00 
(sue-VLAH-kee) – Pork or Chicken 
shish kebab marinated in lemon, 
olive oil and spices.

TZATZIKI, HUMMUS & 
TYROKAFTERI PLATE 
$12.00 A Hummus, tzatziki, and 
spicy feta Tyrokafteri platter.  
Served with pita. 

MEZZE PLATTER  $22.00 
A plate of delectable appetizers 
including Kalamari, spanakopites, 
tyropites, dolmathes,  tomatoes, 
cucumbers, olives and pita bread.

KALAMARI  $14.00 
Lightly fried Kalamari basket 
served with a lemon wedge.

SAGANAKI  $12.00 
A delicious appetizer of flambéed 
Greek cheese served with a lemon 
wedge and pita bread.

DOLMATHES  $3.00 ea. 
(dol-MA-des) –Tender grape 
leaves stuffed with a savory meat 
and rice filling, bathed in a tangy 
egg-lemon sauce.

GREEK SALAD  $4.50  
Tossed with traditional Greek 
dressing and topped with feta 
cheese and black olives.

MOUSSAKA  $9.00 
(mouh-sa-KA) – Layers of young 
eggplant and sautéed ground 
beef baked with a rich cream 
sauce (béchamel).

PASTITSIO  $9.00 
(pa-STEE-cho) – Layered 
macaroni with piquant tomato-
cinnamon meat sauce.  Topped 
with custard and cheese. 

SPANAKOPITA $2.50 ea. 
(spa-na-KO-pee-ta) – A blend 
of spinach, cheeses and herbs 
wrapped in a buttered fillo 
dough, then baked.

TYROPITA  $2.50 ea. 
(tee-roh-pee-ta) – Blended 
cheeses wrapped in a buttered 
fillo dough and baked until 
golden and crispy.

CHICKEN WITH  
LEMON POTATOES  
$7.50 Succulent chicken breast 
baked with golden potatoes 
roasted in a lemon garlic broth.

KEFTEDES  $2.50 ea. 
(kef-te-DES) – Traditional spiced 
Greek meatballs. Crispy, juicy 
and delicious!

BAKLAVA SUNDAES  
$6.00 
Vanilla ice-cream topped with 
crumbled baklava and drizzled 
with chocolate syrup.

GREEK COFFEE  $3.00 
Roasted, finely ground coffee 
beans are boiled in a pot (cezve), 
sweetened & served hot.

LAMB SLIDER PLATE 
$20.00 Two shredded lamb and 
Tzatziki sliders with infused slaw, 
served on a brioche bun with 
salad and Greek Fries.

LOUKOUMADES 
6 for $5.00 (lou-kou-MA-des) 
Honey dipped doughnut puffs 
topped with nuts and cinnamon.

ALMOND COOKIES 
WITH CHERRY  $3.50 
Made from flour, almonds, sugar, 
then topped with a cherry.

AMIGDALOTA  $3.25 
(a-MIG-da-lo-ta) – Almond cookies 
made from honey, almonds, flour, 
water and sugar.

BAKLAVA  $3.25 
(bah-klah-VA) – Flaky filo layered 
with butter and walnuts and 
topped with Greek syrup.

CHOCOLATE 
BAKLAVA  $3.50 
Flaky filo layered with a chocolate, 
butter and walnut combo, drizzled 
with chocolate.

BAKLAVA 
CHEESECAKE $4.75  
Creamy cheesecake filling 
topped with a baklava layer.

MELOMAKARONA 
$2.00 
(melo-ma-KA-rona) – Honey dipped 
butter cookies with cinnamon 
and nuts.

TSOUREKIA 
$10.00 (tsou-REK-ya) 
Sweet egg bread. 

PASTRY SAMPLER BOX  
$14.00  An assortment of 
pre-selected pastries carefully 
arranged in a box.

RICE PUDDING  $3.50 
A traditional Greek recipe, which 
is more like a thick custard than a 
pudding. Sprinkled with cinnamon.

PASTA SOKOLATOS  
$4.00 
Layers of Grecian cake and 
whipped cream, assorted fruit 
& chocolate flavors.

PASTA KOK  $4.25 
Sponge cookies with a pastry cream 
filling, soaked in light syrup, then 
topped with chocolate icing!

PASTA KOK 
CHOCOLATE  $4.50 
Chocolate sponge cookies with a 
chocolate cream filling, soaked in 
syrup with chocolate icing.

KOURAMBIETHES 
$1.50 
(kou-ram-BEH-des) – Light buttered 
cookies sprinkled with confectionery 
sugar. 

GALAKTOBOUREKO 
$3.75 (ga-lak-to-BOOR-ree-ko) – A 
baked farina custard between filo 
layers, topped with Greek syrup.

KATAIFI  $3.00 
(ka-ta-EE-fee) – Pastry strands 
wrapped around walnuts baked 
with butter, dipped in honey.

KOULOURAKIA $1.00 
ea. or $10.00 for bakers doz. 
(kou-lou-RA-kia) – A buttery twisted 
shortbread cookie.

MACAROONS 
$2.50 
Cookies made from coconut 
and ground almonds.

CHOCOLATE 
BAKLAVA 
CHEESECAKE  $4.75  
Creamy cheesecake filling topped 
with a chocolate baklava layer.

PECAN BLOSSOMS 
$3.50 
Flaky fillo dough swirled with 
butter and walnuts.
